The ONA is currently seeking to employ two Hydrometric Technicians within their fisheries department. 
The successful applicant should be comfortable working in a fast-paced, dynamic results-based 
environment and have excellent problem solving, communication, time management, and safety 
management skills. This position will be based out of the Westbank office.  
 
Key Duties and responsibilities include: 

• Assist in hydrometric station installation and maintenance 
• Assist in hydrometric data collection 
• Assist in water sampling 
• Assist the Field Lead and/or Hydrologist to meet the required outcomes of project assigned 
• Research and study on water resources management, environmental flow needs and impacts of climate
